Fredericktown Revitalization Initiative Meeting Minutes, October 5th, 2009

 The Fredericktown Revitalization Initiative Meeting held October 5th, 2009 at Cowboy Coffee Company was called to order at 5:30pm by president Roger Stevens.  Those attending included Twila Whitener, Ruth Ann Skaggs, Kate Cox, Denny Henke, Juli Brown, Dr. Beyer, Jim Dismuke, Danny Kemp, Sue Nations, Carole Magnus, Mary Long and Elaine Merica.  Minutes form the previous meeting were reviewed and Dr. Beyer made a to approve the minutes, seconded by Sue Nations and the minutes were approved.  

Ruth Ann Skaggs showed a balance of $2,683.49 for the Treasure’s report.  

Old business discussed included the status of the 501C3.  Kate Cox has the by-laws and articles prepared and they need to be signed.  Ruth Ann Skaggs made a motion to approve and sign the documents following the meeting, Dr. Beyer seconded the motion, and all present were in favor.  

The booth at the County Fair was then discussed.  Many flyers for Freakytown were distributed, one T0shirt sold and one postcard.  The group felt that attending was good exposure and publicity for the FRI.  

The destruction of the Rhodes house is almost complete.  Dr. Beyer asked if the church could be approached about saving the limestone steps for an historic purpose.  Ruth Ann Skaggs will call.  

The signs, decals and stickers have all arrived.  The group plans to distribute them with the FRI informational packages.  The “Welcome to Old Town” signs look great!

The Citizens Corps and NIMS training were discussed.  Roger Stevens delegated Tony Dudley to look into CERT training.  

New Business included Sue Nations informing the group on the Civil War trivia night October 17th to raise funds for the October 1st 2011 150th anniversary of the Battle of Fredericktown, which the Historic Restoration group is organizing.  Carole Magnus gave details on the goals for the event and asked that FRI help draw in visitors to the area.  She also announced the ceremony for the Re-Dedication of Fredericktown’s Post Office and asked if the group would like to donate funds for a commemorative plaque stating the building’s historic significance and place on the National Registry or help provide refreshments to sell.  Members committed to providing desserts and $25.00 to the fund.  

Parking in the downtown area was also discussed.  Problems have occurred with businesses placing dumpsters on others’ property and littering parking areas.  Lighting is also an issue.  It was suggested that a central location for dumpsters be looked into as well as historic signage indicating available parking behind buildings.  

The topic of the group’s relationship with the city was brought up.  At this time it does not seem necessary to approach the city for a contractual relationship for services provided.  


Projects for the young community service workers were suggested: clean parking lots prior to events and utilize as servers for the Gala.  


Kate Cox reported for the organization meeting.  The net meeting will be held the following Thursday at the Chinese restaurant at 12:00pm.  October 22nd will be our blood drive at the Catholic Church.  Invitations for the Gala were distributed to members in order to be handed out.  The Holiday event was also discussed.  Flyers need to be handed out to businesses and a map of participants drawn.  A project to put pictures of the businesses through out the years into the paper and windows was discussed.  


Twila Whitener presented for the Promotion committee.  Freakytown events are being planned and the next meeting will be at Dr. Beyer’s office at 6:00pm that Wednesday.  



The E.R. Committee had nothing to report. 


Denny Henke reported that the Design committee is working on shop local ideas, signs, T-shirts, and design guidelines.  A walk-about party will be held Monday at 11:30am.  


All groups were reminded to focus on developing work plans.  President Stevens adjourned the meeting.
