Fredericktown Revitalization Initiative Meeting Minutes, November 16th, 2009

 
The FRI Board meeting held 5:30pm November 16th, 2009 at Cowboy Coffee Company was called to order by president Roger Stevens.  Members present included Roger Stevens, Twila Whitener, Juli Brown, Ruth Ann Skaggs, Kate Cox, Shanna Sorg, Denny Henke and Tony Dudley.  Promotions Committee Chair Hiedi Beyer was absent.  Denny Henke made a motion, and Twila Whitener seconded to approve the previous meeting minutes.  Ruth Ann Skaggs gave the Treasurers Report showing a balance of $1,711.63.  


Kate Cox of the Organization committee initiated committee reports.  She noted that the Gala had been cancelled due to lack of interest, and recommended selling movie posters and popcorn buckets to interested individuals.  The group concurred.  A discussion followed regarding the tree to be put up at the courthouse for the “Home for The Holidays” event.  The tree lighting will kick-off the event at 5:00pm and a 12foot tree still needs to be acquired, placed in a stand, and decorated.  A tree reconnaissance mission was planned for Sunday afternoon to locate a suitable tree at Henke’s Lake.  Ms. Cox reported that she has been unable to pursue the group’s 501c3 and Ms. Skaggs agreed to handle it.  


No report was heard from the Promotions committee.  


Shanna Sorg reported on the meeting of the Economic Restructuring committee.  Mr. Henke has joined the group and has already built a database of existing buildings and businesses in the downtown area.  He will be creating forms to be distributed to businesses to procure information for the database.  Mr. Henke shared his ideas with the group for establishing an alternative economic trade-based network.  


Mr. Henke reported that the Design Committee is working on a rendering for Jim at Tom’s Western.  


Old business discussed included registration for the on-line volunteer training that Mr. Dudley set up.  He noted that the training will take at least two hours and that it must be done all at once.  The group decided to get registration information from Mr. Dudley and pursue training individually.  A discussion regarding the safety of some buildings on East Main Street followed, as well as the status of parking signs.  Mrs. Sorg will speak to City Administrator Jim Dismuke again about these recurring issues. 


The group was then asked to list their top four objectives for the FRI group.  A list of responses will supplement these minutes.  The meeting was adjourned following this discussion.
