Old business discussed included the volunteer CERT training.  Mr. Dudley will organize the online training to be held after the Board Meeting on Monday, November 16th at 7:00pm.  Other items discussed included tableing the topic of long range goals to the following Board meeting. The “Welcome to Fredericktown” signs to be on billboards will cost an estimated $1,800.00. Mr. Dismuke is working on parking signs for the downtown area.  The issue of the dumpsters damaging buildings and being misused behind some buildings has been resolved.  Ruth Ann Skaggs contacted Director of Public Works, Kenny McDowell after many other attempted communications with the city’s Main Office and suggests contacting Mr. McDowell with other issues that come up because he “gets it done.”
