
The Main Street/ Fredericktown Revitalization Initiative meeting held at 5:15pm Tuesday March 10th at Dr. Beyer’s Office began with a review of possible Mission and Vision Statements.  It was unanimously agreed upon to accept Denny Henke’s composition for the two items.  The meeting dates, after the next meeting, will be changed to the first and third Mondays of the month.  The group discussed possible activities to host on the 4th of July.  President Katie Cox reported that the Chamber will be hosting “old time” activities in the park, but does not want to be involved with anything in the downtown area.   A number of activities were suggested including street performers, sidewalk chalk artists, and merchants on the street, a “Little Ms. Firecracker” Pageant.


A tax credit workshop in Cape Girardeau was announced for 6:30pm that Thursday evening.  The Parade on Wheels was also discussed.  Some suggestions for finding helmets and a safety program were brought up.  Dr. Beyer suggested that each member bring an historic topic to present to a meeting so that we may understand the historic value of our town in greater detail.  


Vice President Shana Sorg asked the group if they would be interested in pursuing the next level of participation the Missouri Main Street.  After reviewing the opportunities the group would have at the next level of commitment they decided to apply.  


The group reviewed potential committee topics to participate in and decided to come to the next meeting with a decision of which committee to serve on as well as two names of others who may be interested in participating.  


The next meeting was set for March 24th at 5:15pm at City Hall.  The meeting then adjourned.
