Fredericktown Revitalization Meeting Minutes

July 20th, 2009


President Roger Stevens called the July 20th meeting of FRI held at Beyer Medical to order at 5:30pm.  Denny Henke made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Jason Brewington and all members were in favor.  A contact sheet was passed around to collect member information as well as a sheet with suggestions for logos to be used by the design committee for decals, letterhead, small fliers etc.  The design committee asked for two votes from each member.  One guest, Mr. Stanley Purtle, was introduced.  Mr. Stevens introduced guest speaker Mr. Tim Dodson, a maritime archaeologist.  Mr. Dodson gave a program on archaeology.   He led the group to consider why Fredericktown is of archaeological importance and what steps should be taken in order to secure development of interest and resources for the area.  The minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed and Ruth Ann Skaggs made a motion to approve them, seconded by Denny Henke with unanimous affirmation.  The treasurer’s report was given.  Less than 100 “Hurricane FRI-day” shirts are left.  Old business addressed included the activity of the Gorilla Gardeners.  The previous Thursday all of the empty planters downtown were planted with native, draught-tolerant perennial plants.  A new project of addressing tree loss by locating places for planting dogwoods and redbuds was suggested.  In new business, reports from the committees were heard.  The Organization committee will have a meeting on Thursday, July 23rd, 12:00pm at Cowboy Coffee and will discuss the Gala to be held November 14th at Homan Hall.  Denny Ward announced that arrangements for entertainment had already been made.  The Design Committee met on Monday July 13th and is to have another meeting on the 27th.  Denny Henke reported of the committee’s work to develop a logo for window decals, stickers, mugs, flyers etc.  He also addressed the need for educational materials (PowerPoint, brochures, etc.) to be used as an introduction to the group.  He is building a database to inventory buildings downtown with photos and relevant information for each entry.  It was noted the Economic Restructuring committee should also be involved in building the inventory.  A “Planter of the Month” recognition was also suggested for businesses downtown that care for their pots.  The Promotion and Economic Restructuring committees will meet soon. Dr. Beyer brought up his intention to have a warehouse sale as a fundraiser for FRI.  It was suggested that another BBQ be held.  The Promotion committee will pursue this event.  Ruth Ann mentioned a driving tour from Fredericktown to St. Genevieve put on by Bill Hart.  The State Conference for Missouri MainStreet August 18th-21st was also discussed.  The conference will include Basic Training and workshops in Kansas City.  The next meeting is to be held August 3rd at Wanda Priest Park at 5:30 pm.  Jason Brewington made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Twila Whitener and President Roger Stevens adjourned the meeting.
