Fredericktown Revitalization Initiative Meeting Minutes, July 7th, 2009


President Kate Cox called the July 7th, 2009 FRI meeting at Cowboy Coffee to order at 5:20pm.  The previous meeting minutes were reviewed and a correction of wording “Tour de St. Genevieve” to “Tour de Missouri” was made.  Cyd Cox made a motion to accept minutes as amended, Ruth Ann Skaggs seconded and the minutes were unanimously accepted.   Ruth Ann Skaggs gave the treasurers report.  Juli Brown made a motion to accept the report, seconded by Cyd Cox and the report was unanimously accepted.  


Old business addressed included discussion about the Tour de Missouri.  The process for volunteers is quite lengthy and it was suggested that we lobby to host a leg of the route next year.  The BBQ held a Raymar’s was a great success.  Perhaps the group should hold another during Cub-o-Rama or the County Fair.  A suggestion was made to look into providing food at the Tractor Pull for the Fair and using the pavilion by the park.  Twila Whitener reported that the meeting held after the BBQ with representatives from Missouri Main Street was very informative.  Kate Cox was asked if we have moved up yet in our association with the state.  She responded that they have accepted our application and implied that more activity from established committees will be needed.  The Gorilla Gardeners reported that there are 10 empty planters to be filled.  Denny Henke has been searching for perennials that do not require much water and had found the Missouri primrose, Purple Poppy mallow, Rose Verbena, and Sand Phlox from a Missouri nursery online.  Ruth Ann Skaggs made a motion to allow Mr. Henke to price and order plants for the planters, Cyd Cox seconded, and a unanimous vote gave him the go ahead.  It was noted that we still have 80 shirts left.  


New Business addressed included the July 20th meeting during which we will host Tim Dodson at 5:30pm at Dr. Beyer’s meeting room and open the presentation of St. Genevieve, Fredericktown and the lead road’s history to the public.  It was suggested that the group ask Corey Warner to make flyers and Ruth Ann Skaggs to write an article/press release for the paper and find a gift for Mr. Dodson.  A slate of individuals for office was suggested: Roger Stevens as president, Twila Whitener as vice president, Juli Brown as secretary, Ruth Ann Skaggs as treasurer, Kate Cox as chair of organization committee, Shanna Sorg as chair of economic restructuring committee, Denny Henke as chair of design committee, and Hiedi Steck as chair of promotion committee.  Cyd Cox made a motion to accept the slate, Juli Brown seconded and it was unanimously approved to appoint those positions by acclamation.  The drafted Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws were distributed and it has been requested that members review, make changes where necessary and return on August 3rd to approve them.  It was also suggested that the Committee Chairpersons set up meetings with their members before the August 3rd meeting.  The Gala to be held on November 14th was also brought up and delegated to the Promotion committee for further planning.  Suggestions for activities such as identifying symbols from buildings downtown and local trivia were made.  A questionnaire addressing Fredericktown “touchstones” and great qualities of downtown was distributed and responses are to be sent to Ruth Ann Skaggs.  President Roger Stevens then adjourned the meeting.
