Fredericktown Revitalization Meeting Minutes

September 9th, 2009


President Roger Stevens called the September 9th meeting of the Fredericktown Revitalization Initiative meeting at Cowboy Coffee to order at 5:30pm.  V.P. Twila Whitener made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting, Cyd Cox seconded the motion, and all were in favor.  Presidents Stevens reported on his visit to the Farmington leg of the Tour de Missouri, the fifth largest race outside of Europe.  He suggested that some time in the future we might try to be on the route.  


Ruth Ann Skaggs gave the treasure’s report.  No new checks have been written and the balance remains at $2,911.39.  The bill for the half sheet flyers will be added next meeting.  


Old Business included a discussion regarding the wholesale price of postcards.  Cost is $0.20; retail sales are suggested at $1.00, wholesale price will be set at $0.75.  Ruth Ann Skaggs suggested these prices, Cyd Cox seconded it, and all present were in favor.  Cost of stickers are $0.60, glass clings $1.20.  It was suggested that the half sheet introduction flyers be given to business owners along with glass clings.  It was suggested that 100 clings and 100 stickers be ordered, all were in favor.  500 informational cards made by the design team were printed for $12.00.  Volunteers will pass these out after decals are acquired.  Denny Henke noted that an announcement for volunteers had been put in the Madison County Crier.  He is drafting a letter to send to churches and the Democrat News.  The Health Department will share their volunteer database.  Kim Lerche also has some available volunteers.  


The tagline for the glass decals was discussed.  Kyle Wright suggested “From your street, to Main Street”.  Cyd Cox seconded the suggestion, Denny Henke seconded, all in favor except Kate Cox, who suggested that a slogan for the group needed to be inclusive of other organizations in the city.  Dr. Beyer’s fund raising sale was very successful, raising $600.00.  Thanks to Kyle Wright.  All groups need to start putting together work plans.  Replacement of billboard signs destroyed in the storm was also discussed.  Sue Nations will check on the “Historic District” signs.  Signs for downtown business windows reading “Welcome to Fredericktown” were also discussed. A $100.00 operating budget was suggested and allowed.  A booth space at the County Fair will be provided free of charge.  Volunteers will sell shirts and give away information.  


New business included a discussion about a “Shop Local” campaign as well as help for the Chili Cook-Off and the Home For The Holidays to be held on December 5th.  Planning for the later should being A.S.A.P.  


The Organization committee reported that flyers and invitations for the Gala need to be distributed.  The use of the kitchen at the restaurant next to Homan hall will be looked into. Wineries have been contacted for wine tasting.  The Promotion Committee had no information to report.  A written report was given of behalf of Shana Sorg for the E.R.  Committee.  The Design Committee is building an inventory of businesses and the slide show is almost complete.  The volunteer database is being developed and a work plan is being formed.  


Kate Cox made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Roger Stevens officially adjourned.
